Report cards will be coming out next week, and this can be a time of frustration and fear for both students and 

parents.  

 As parents, we want our children to be the best that they can be.  Try some of these pointers: 

*Prepare to review your childôs report card by remaining calm and focused. 

*Find at least one good thing on the report card for which to praise your child.  

*Ask your child about his or her grades, what he/she struggled with, or what he/she enjoyed and found easy. 

*Ask what your child can do to make better grades, if improvement is needed.   

*Ask how your child plans to achieve the goal of making better grades. 

*Help your child set realistic goals and develop a study plan. (Not all children are A students in every subject.) 

*Cut down on distractions and insist on effective time management. 

*Encourage and praise your child in his or her efforts and abilities. 

*Talk to your childôs teacher to find out his or her strengths and weaknesses and to get a better ñpictureò of
